Å Improved supply chain efficiency - $32 million to improve 
agriculture export systems; $70 million for an Advanced Train 
Management System pilot to develop an advanced communication 
and signalling system and building community acceptance of 

freight.

Å Better planning, regulation and co -ordination - City and 

Regional Deals; $44 million for the Inland Rail Interface 

Improvement Program to maximise national benefits of Inland 

Rail by better connecting the national freight rail network with 

regional Australia.

Å Better freight location and performance data - $8.5m to 

settle the design of the National Freight Data Hub in response 

to industry calls for better freight data availability and sharing.
